Busses:
In Sweden and especially 
Gothenburg we use a lot of 
busses going forth and back to 
work or school. Today we have 
started using more and more 
busses going on electricyty 
insted of gas.
 Gotheburgs new goal is to have 
at least 150 electric busses 
driving daily in 2030.

What is it doing?

Heinz- Glas is one of the world’s 
leading manufacturers in glass 

industry with a 400- year 
heritage. They produce glass 

flacons and caps for the 
perfume and cosmetics 

industry. They use its remaining 
waste heat from glass 

production to cultivate exotic 
fruit, and raise tropical fish and 

exotic animal species in the 
tropical greenhouse Klein Eden.

How does it relate to the theme of 
ecosystem services?

  In the tropical greenhouse, they 
cultivate about 220 different types of 

plants and more than 50 animal 
species. By growing and selling their 
own exotic fruits there is no need for 

the region to buy imported fruits 
with a high CO2 carbon footprint. 
The waste heat, emitted from the 

glass industry is reused in the 
greenhouse.

What is it?

  Klein Eden is an 
environmentally conscious 

manufacturer

What is it doing?

Administrations are 
commissioned with establishing 

a green concept that aims for 
CO2- neutral residential 

quarters by using geothermal 
energy and thermal heat 
pumps with renewable 

electricity like photovoltaic and 
renewable energy like 

wastewater heat. Moreover, 
rainwater will not be drained 
through sewage systems but 

used to 100 percent in this area 
to balance out the water 

shortage.

How does it relate to the theme of 
circular economy?

With renewable energy and sustainable 
rainwater solutions this concept can have a 
great environmental impact in contrast to 
common developing areas. In this case the 

administrations operate cleaner, they 
create a positive impact, and they utilize 
their already existing resources better.

How does it relate to the theme of 
climate action?

This system was introduced to 
reduce the amount of waste 

products. Germany uses 2.8 trillion 
one- way cups every year. With one 

Recup the consumer saves 1000 one- 
way cups. According to statistics, with 

reusable cups we can avoid an 
annual amount of 11,000 tons of 
CO2, 40,000 tons of garbage, and 

22,000 tons of crude oil. Recup takes 
part in the Sustainable Development 

Goals of the United Nations by 
supplying Sustainable Cities and 

Communities, by contributing to a 
Responsible Consumption, and by 

Climate Action.
What is it doing?

The first time customers 
purchase a hot drink in a Recup, 
they pay an additional pledge. 

Every time they return the used 
Recup they get their hot drinks 

in a fresh Recup free of 
additional charge.

What is it?

Recups are reusable 
coffee- to- go cups that are 
handed out by bakeries 
and coffee shops across 

Germany by way of a 
pledge.

What is it?

It is an energy and rainwater 
management concept for 

developing areas approved by our 
local Green city council.

Think or Tänk in Swedish is a 
project for children in preschool 
and primary school. Were they 
one day per semester go out in 
the city, suburb or in the nature 
to find garbage that they later on 
sort out in to there right places.

As a gift or a thank you the City 
give them free reusable water 
bottles.

In Denmark farmers plant wild 
flowers in their fields to help 

biodiversity and give a place for 
insects where they can stay. It is 

supported by the agriculture 
union, but are paid by the 

farmers. 60% of Danmark is 
agriculture and most of it is 

cultivated, so these flowers are 
places for bees and insects to 

live and to get pollen

The Region of Southern Denmark and the government 
have made a new agreement/cooperation and the 

agreement must contribute to making the Region of 
Southern Denmark even greener.

The agreement means that the Region of Southern 
Denmark from 2021 will commit to CO2- neutral or 

zero- emission buses in all new offerings of buses on 
regional routes.The agreement also entails the 

initiation of a test and demonstration project for green 
changeover of ambulances  in Ambulance South, which 

has already begun the green changeover  rescue 
vehicles running on electricity.

What is it doing?

This cooperative is made up 
of private citizens and not of 

a large group. The people 
themselves wanted to make 
a difference for the energy 
transition. Every person in 
this cooperative can start 

supporting solar energy and 
its expansion with a small 

amount of money. In return, 
you get securities from the 

solar power plants.

How does it relate to the theme of climate action?

Through such actions, carried out by private investors, 
the energy transition towards climate- neutral and 

emission- free energy production can be successful. By 
supporting such solar systems, one is actively driving 

the expansion forward and can even get a bit of 
money back from the securities in later years.

What is it?
Automated 

deposit machine 
for PET bottles

What is it?
collection station/
recycling centre

What is it doing?

Every time you buy glass 
bottles or PET bottles, you 

always pay a certain amount 
as a deposit. If you return the 

bottles you get the deposit 
back as a credit. This ensures 

that as many people as 
possible return their bottles 

for recycling.

How does it relate to the theme 
of circular economy?

By returning PET bottles, as much 
plastic as possible is returned to the 
recycling process. Thus, new bottles 
can be produced from it again. This 

reduces the consumption of new 
plastic (and therefore oil) and it is 

more energy- efficient than making 
completely new bottles.

The glass bottles are cleaned and 
reused. This saves a lot of energy 

and sand for glass production.

What is it doing?

In the recycling centre, every citizen can take 
away his or her garbage and, above all, 

sperm waste. This includes old electrical 
appliances, metal, wood, paper, bio- waste 

and many more. The station collects all these 
materials and then feeds them into the 

recycling process or uses biomass and wood 
to generate energy. Even “dangerous” 

substances such as paints and batteries can 
be delivered there free of charge, so that 

they do not end up in the environment and 
pollute it.

How does it relate to the theme of circular 
economy?

Through the recycling process, important 
materials can be recovered. Gold, silver and rare 

earths as well as semiconductors can be extracted 
from old smartphones or laptops. The melting of 
metals is also significantly more energy efficient 
than the production of new metal. The (almost) 
free delivery of bulky waste or other waste also 
prevents it from ending up in the environment

In all of Sweden we have second hand shops, and one of the largest chains
is called "Myrorna". In Gothenburg we have multiple shops, which are 
located mostly in well- traveled areas where they get a lot of costumers.

It's very popular 
amongst the younger 
generation, but 
generally people of all 
ages and economical 
classes shop there.

The business model relies on people 
donating their old clothes to the store, 
and then reselling those clothes for an 
affordable price.
  This is naturally good for the 
environment since it actively works 
against the overconsumption and fast 
fashion movement that has skyrocketed 
in popularity the past couple of decades.

In Sweden, we have something 
called "pant". Where we recycle 
plastic bottles and cans. From 
this you get a small amount of 

money.
Pant is also a thing in other 

countries but are very famous in 
Sweden. It helps us a lot with 
minimize the carbon dioxide 

emissions.
